¶ Brazil/Vietnam: During the first half of 2010, Vietnamese exports of tra fish 

to Brazil totaled 5 800 MT at a value of US$12 million while exports of other 
fresh and frozen fish was valued at about US$37 000. 

 

 

CHILLED AND FROZEN TUNA:  

¶ The Obon festival and summer holiday demand keeps the tuna market firm in 

Japan, but with lower supplies and not much rise in prices. In Sri Lanka, Tess 
Group Ltd received eco-label certification from Friends of the Sea.    

 

JAPANESE SHRIMP MARKET:   

¶ Summer demand for shrimp has been good since mid-July with some 

disruption by the rainy weather that restricted outdoor activities. The yen 
remains strong throughout the month but few import deals materialized lately 
due to lack of supplies of the preferred large sizes. Offer prices, however, 
increased across the board.  

 

US SHRIMP MARKET:   

¶ Shrimp demand has slowed down for some counts of white farmed shrimp, the 
market is firm in general as a result of limited inventory. Offer prices are still 
firm from producing countries with slight adjustments. Current high prices in 

the US market are not because of a higher demand but due to low stocks of 
large sizes.

AFRICA:   SADC - Removing Barriers to Trade: 

Cecilia Gondwe waits in the shade of a tree at the Mwanza 

Border Post between Malawi and Mozambique. Somewhere 

inside, a clearing agent is completing elaborate paperwork on 

her behalf.The agent will deal with customs officials, going 

over forms, calculating import and excise duty.Gondwe is a 

veteran trader, but the technicalities of the transaction remain 

opaque to her. She casts frequent glances in the direction of 

the offices - a man posing as a clearing agent once duped her 

once and disappeared with her money.Her anxiety is broken 

by the chattering of the other women in her 

company."Somebody is running around with the form and I 

do not know how long it will take. I just have to wait," 
Gondwe says. "Four hours later, he returns and I also have to 

pay him for his work. It's torture."Steve Kapoloma, taxpayer 

education and public relations manager at the Malawi 

Revenue Authority, says many small scale traders arrive at 

the border without enough money to pay the fees for their 

goods. Others arrive unsure what documentation is supposed 

to accompany their goods. Moreé. 

AFRICA : Support for Lake Victoria Initiative : 

Last week, it was announced in Kisumu Kenya that the Lake 

Victoria Basin Commission would launch a new bid to 

finance its environmental management and conservation 

activities around the water body. The commission needs $25 

million every year to run its activities. In fact all the East 

African Community (EAC) member states, NGOs and the 
private sector, will fund the initiative aimed at consolidating 

efforts to ensure sustainable management of the natural 

resource which directly supports 50 million people and 

indirectly 120 million. The Lake Victoria Environmental 

Trust Fund (LVETF) is expected to be operational by 2012 

and intends to cut down reliance on donor funding and to 

encourage home-grown solutions in tackling challenges 

afflicting the water mass. Lake Victoria, which before the 

colonialists came, was known in many places as Nyanza, 

Ukerewe (The Eye of the Rhino), Nalubaale, Sango, or Lolwe 

is perhaps Africa's most influential water source. Moreé. 

NAMIBIA : FAO head visits Luderitz, Namibia: 

As part of his recent visit to Namibia, the Director General of 

the Food and Agriculture Organisation of the United Nations 
(FAO), Dr Jacques Diouf, visited the abalone and oyster 

farms in Lüderitz. Lüderitz Abalone (Pty) Ltd, owned by 

Rassie Erasmus, commenced its operations in 2003. The farm 

currently employs 15 Namibians. During 2009, the farm 

exported an estimated 2.9 metric tonnes of abalone, with the 

primary market for abalone (Haliotis midae) being China. The 

common southern African name for abalone is perlemoen. 

The DG also paid a working visit to Shear Water Oysters as 

well as the Lüderitz Oyster Farm, which currently employs 

seven Namibians.  Moreéé 

 

 

 

NIGERIA :  Bank to Support Women in 

Aquaculture:  

Fishery Society of Nigeria (FISON) has secured financial 

assistance from Access Bank to assist women venturing into 

aquaculture for the first time. Mrs. Foluke Areola, National 

President of FISON, said this while speaking to newsmen in 

Abuja. She said 80 per cent of the activities in the nationôs 

fishing industry were carried out by women. Areola also 

spoke of the need to train women in various aspects of 
fishing. She said if women were properly trained on simple 

and basic rules of marketing and preservation of fish among 

other techniques, it would enhance the quality of their 

products.  Moreéé. 

 
 

NIGERIA : Fish Farms affected by Oil Spill 

Oil spills allegedly oozing from a sunken tug boat at the 

Chevron Nigeria Limited (CNL) jetty, may have destroyed 

the biggest fish pond in Delta State with an estimated 100 

million worth of fish affected as a result of the pollution. 

Some of the farmers operating the farm have lamented their 

loss which they claimed affected 2,000 fish ponds. Delta State 

Commissioner for Environment, Bello Orubebe, who visited 

the farm recently, declared the area, which includes 

Ugboroke, New Layout, Ekpan and Agadaga as a disaster 

zone as more than 6,000 fish have so far died with more on 

the verge of dying. The commissioner ordered the immediate 
sale and consumption of fish from ponds not yet affected by 

the spill, pending a thorough laboratory results, saying that 

government was shocked by the incident. Moreé.. 

 UGANDA: Thin Fish Stocks Remain on Lake 

Edward: 

Sorting the net for the next round of fishing, 74-year-old 

Stephen Mayanja is not so sure whether this time he is going 

to catch any fish. "Yesterday I went fishing but returned 

without any fish. The fish in the lake have been reducing and 

I cannot explain why," said Mayanja, a fisherman who says 
he started the fishing business when he was a 13-year-old 

boy. Though he is reluctant to agree that over fishing and 

poor fishing methods could have contributed to the dwindling 

fish stocks in the lake. Mayanja agrees that over fishing takes 

place but says the encroachment from DR. Congo fishermen 

has also greatly contributed to the dwindling fish stalks at L. 

Edward. Mayanja said whereas in the 1990s he would go 

fishing and come back with about 80 fish, now he only 

manages to catch five to ten fish and sometimes nothing at all. 

"There is a lot of encroachment from DR. Congo fishermen. 

They depleted their side and now they have not less than 13 
boats fishing on our waters," added Mayanja. Nicholas 

Kagongo, a tour guide with Katwe Information Centre

ASIA: Shrimp beats Pangasius as Top Export 

Earner  

Driven by demand from the United States, shrimp has 

overtaken pangasius as Vietnam's leading seafood export as 

prices reached their highest level in 10 years, VASEP 

announced on Monday. In the first five months of 2010, 
shrimp exports topped USD 558 million (EUR 427.1 million). 

However, the higher prices also hit Vietnam's domestic 

supply, resulting in a nearly 50 percent increase in white 

shrimp prices. Shrimp wasn't the only seafood to see a value 

increase, and the general increase in prices drove Vietnam's 

seafood exports up by 17.5 percent to USD 1.63 billion (EUR 

1.2 billion), compared to the same time period last year.

WORLD:  Global Trout Aquaculture Standards 

Released for Public Comments: 

Draft standards for freshwater trout aquaculture have 
been  released by the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) for the 

first of two public comment periods. The freshwater trout 

aquaculture industry is responsible for producing most of the 

freshwater trout eaten worldwide. The standards, which 

address such impacts as water pollution and the transfer of 

diseases to other fish, are the product of the Freshwater Trout 

Aquaculture Dialogue. The 200-person roundtable includes 

trout aquaculture industry leaders, scientists, conservationists 

and others from the worldôs leading trout producing countries, 

including Italy, Denmark, the United Kingdom, the United 

States and Spain. Moreé.. 

 

WORLD: Why we Should Grow and Eat more 

Seaweed  
 

It's one of the healthiest, most versatile 'weeds' around. Asian 
countries have enjoyed the benefits for centuries. So where is 

the market for homegrown UK seaweed? Was ever a group of 

aquatic plants more inaptly named? True, they're found in the 

sea, but the likes of kelp, dulse, laver, badderlocks, carrageen 

and tangle are so much more than weeds. Seaweed, in fact, is 

something of an über underwater vegetable, with all the 

health-giving properties of any land-lubber superfood. 

Already identified as a rich potential source of biomass 

energy, research by the Scottish Association for Marine 

Science has suggested that Scotland could develop its own 

aquaculture industry and grow seaweed as a sustainable 

biofuel. In 2005, Japan began piloting waterborne seaweed 
farms designed to absorb greenhouse gases before being 

harvested as biomass. The Philippines has unveiled plans to 

extract ethanol from seaweed on a 100-hectare site, while 

earlier this year a Norwegian company patented a floating 

structure to cultivate seaweed on an industrial scale out to sea, 

calculating that just 0.05 per cent of European coastal regions 

could yield 75 million tonnes of seaweed a year and 3.2 

billion litres of ethanol.  Moreé. 

 
 

WORLD:  First Model Linking Climate Change 

and Fishery Stocks 

A new climate-population model developed by NOAA 

scientists to study rising ocean temperatures and fishing rates 
could also forecast the impact of climate change and fishing 

on other fisheries. Understanding and quantifying the effect of 

climate change on populations, in combination with the effect 

of exploitation, is a major challenge to rebuilding and 

maintaining sustainable fisheries in the coming decades. 

Some fish populations will increase and others decrease as a 

result of climate change. According to the researchers, the 

effects of climate on fisheries must be identified and 

understood, included in the scientific advice to managers, and 

factored into fishery management plans if sustainable 

exploitation is to be achieved.  Moreé.. 

 

 ASIA:  Strengthening The Capacity of 

Smallholder Aquaculture Farms 
 

A project by the South East Asian Aquaculture Network 

identified areas of interest for five countries to help enhance 
local farmers entrepreneurship, with the long term aims of 

improving the competitiveness of these aquaculture 

smallholders in the domestic, regional and global markets, to 

improve sustainability of their farming systems, to make them 

adopt responsible farming practices and improve their 

profitability. Globally aquaculture is recognized as the most 

rapidly growing food production sector with an average 

growth of eight per cent. More than 90 per cent of the global 

aquaculture production is contributed by Asia and more than 

90 per cent of this production is reported to be produced by 

the small scale aquaculture farmers.  Moreé.

Business Involvement in Marine Spatial 

Planning 

 

Industry representatives at the Sustainable Ocean Summit 

(SOS) in June 2010 identified marine spatial planning as a 

priority for the World Ocean Councilôs efforts to catalyze 
private sector leadership in ocean stewardship. The World 

Ocean Council (WOC) will develop materials and workshops 

to assist the diverse ocean business community to become 

familiar with, and engaged in, marine spatial planning (MSP). 

These efforts will build on the WOCôs international MSP 

seminar for industry, which was held at the SOS - an 

unprecedented cross-sectoral conference on ocean 

sustainability that attracted more than 150 business leaders 

from a wide range of industries.The need for the ocean 

business community to better understand and engage in MSP 

has become even more urgent due to the Executive Order 

signed by President Obama on 19 July 2010, adopting the 
Final Recommendations of the U.S. Ocean Policy Task Force.

Philippines 

 

The Philippines government will help fishermen living near mariculture parks to own fish cages through a financing 
scheme, officials of the Department of Agriculture and the Bureau of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources (BFAR) said.  The 

BFAR disclosed that it is now in the process of putting up techno-demo fish cages in 54 mariculture parks all over the 
Philippines.  The agencyôs target is to identify 10 co-operators in each mariculture park.  One of the main species cultured 

in Marine Parks is high value grouper, to be exported live to lucrative Asian markets, particularly Hong Kong and China.  
One operator will be provided around P175 000 (US$3 800) that will be used for construction the fish cages, as well as for 

their initial stocking. The agency is eyeing the cultivation of grouper and milkfish in the techno-demo fish cages. BFAR 
revealed that it has already signed a memorandum of agreement with the LandBank for this project.

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Argentina 

 

 

The trawl fishery for long-tailed hake or ñhokiò (Macrunus magellanicus), which operates in the countryôs Exclusive 

Economic Zone, has started its evaluation to obtain the certification of sustainable and well managed fisheries from the 

Marine Stewardship Council. The Argentinean Under Secretary of Fisheries and the Federal Fishery Council are the 

competent authorities who will appeal to the MSC. The applying party is a group of five fishing companies who are 

responsible for more than 50% of the current hoki fishery. They are Grupo Valastro, San Arawa, Pespasa Pesantar, 
Estremar and Yuken. The main products made from hoki are frozen whole fish, frozen fillets and surimi, which are mainly 

exported to Japan, France, Germany, the UK and Spain.  

 

 

Brazil/  

Vietnam 

During the first half of 2010, Vietnamese exports of tra fish to Brazil totalled 5 800 MT at a value of US$12 million while 

exports of other fresh and frozen fish was valued at about US$37 000. Although prices offered by this market is not 

attractive yet, it remains a potential market. The number of exporters who exported to Brazil increased from two to four 

since last year. Vietnamese tra fish is said to be in competition with the Brazilian carp, hence Vietnamôs commercial office 

in Brazil has recommended to ensure the volume and quality of their products when exporting to this market.  

 

 

Peru 

 

Landings in May 2010 reached 1.2 million MT, which shows a 38.5% drop compared to May 2009. This was mainly due 
to low catches of anchovy. Cumulative landings for the period January-May meanwhile reached only 1.9 million MT, 

representing a 43% drop compared to same period last year. Food fish landings totalled only 418 000 MT, while the 

remaining share was for fishmeal and fishoil production. Raw material for frozen fish production reached 221 000 MT; 

14% lower than the same period in 2009. 

 

 

Uruguay 

 

The conflict between vessel owners and crew members continue and this threatens to halt fishing longer than expected. 

This has resulted in low raw material supplies. Processing plants are focusing on on-board re-processing of frozen blue 

shark. Prices of most frozen products (croaker and hake) had risen by 10%, although there is not much product to export. 

Some exporters visited the Seafood Show in Shanghai, in an attempt to re-open some of their past markets in Asia. 

 
 

Iceland 

 

The issue of the mackerel fishery is complicating Icelandôs attempts to enter into the European Union. In a recent meeting 

in Luxembourg, the Ministry of Fishery of Ireland, supported by other 8 EU member countries complained that Iceland is 

operating its mackerel fishery in a way that is not in line with the international agreements that have been set for managing 

these stocks. Through a letter written by the Commissioner of Maritime and Fishery Affairs, Iceland has been advised that 

the countryôs management is affecting the EUôs fishery interests on this resource.

Japan Fresh/Chilled Sashimi Tuna: Tuna trading was brisk at the Tsukiji market during the holiday week that fell from 18-20 July.  During first half 

of July, the wet weather over shadowed many holiday makersô plans. Finally the rainy season is over and many are at the last leg of their 

summer holiday including school holidays; the traditional Obon period fall from 13-15 August. This has created better demand opportunities 

for the restaurant trade.  

Tuna prices, however, did not show much improvement in the market.  

 

 

 Frozen sashimi tuna: Good trading has been observed for frozen tuna in the sashimi market for the Obon festival holiday. Taking this 

opportunity, tuna traders were active in clearing the old stocks of southern bluefin (from Australia). The new seasonôs farmed bluefin from 

Mexico is expected to reach the market in early August; Hence they want to avoid any stock piling in the market.  

 

Outlook: After the Obon festival, sashimi demand will be low till autumn.   

 

 

 Canning materials: The market for remains strong following the global short supply pattern. Japanese domestic market remain good.    Purse-

seine caught yellowfin is, used in the sashimi market these days.  

 

 

Sri Lanka  Tess Agro Ltd (who also owns Tropical Frozen Foods)   the leading tuna fishing, processing and exporting company in Sri Lanka, has been 

awarded the sustainable seafood label by Friends of the Sea in June. Tess uses the traditional multi-hook short-line fishing method in its fishing 

operations.

 CONSENSUS Headless shell-on: All types of large size shrimp, farmed and wild caught, sold well (8/12 through 16/20) during the 

Obon festival but shortage of the preferred sizes was a major headache for many domestic marketers. Supermarkets also 
maintain their promotional campaign for sizes 21/25 during the summer sales. Wholesale prices have moved up for the 

other sizes, and demand increased for counts 21/25 and below. Local inventories continue to be very short for large sizes 
black tiger shrimp. Demand for vannamei shrimp, from the retail trade has been good. Supermarket demand has also 

shifted to the smaller 51/60 counts due to the price factor.  
Peeled products: Considering the rising prices, black tiger nobashi is being replaced by vannamei nobashi in the catering 

trade including mid-range restaurants; however, upscale restaurants continue to use B/tiger shrimp.   
 

 

IMPORTS Import/Export Trade : Shrimp price remains firm in international trading driven by the demand factor. Imports have 

slowed down a bit, but Japanese buyers are still willing to pay a little more for B/tiger shrimp farmed under the extensive 

system, for which supplies are very limited. Although the yen remains strong, lack of large sizes in export assortments 
resulted into limited solid contracts in most of the countries.  

Imports: Frozen shrimp imports (excluding processed products) during the first half of the year, were stable and there was 
a marginal rise (+1.2% or 1000 MT) in overall supply. Compared to last year, supplies increased by 3 500 MT from 

Thailand and 2 400 MT from Vietnam; exports of head-on black tiger shrimp from Vietnam were higher this year 
compensating lower harvests in the Philippines. Supplies of raw shrimp from India, China, Myanmar also fell behind last 

yearôs although marginally.  

 

SUPPLY Vietnam: Farmed shrimp harvests have improved but large sizes are still short supplied. Packers have more stocks of 
medium and smaller sizes. With the exception of India, supplies remain below the expected level in other countries.  

 
 

OUTLOOK  Bad weather condition in Japan has dampened summer sales during this peak consumption season. Therefore stock 
situation among the intermediary users (retail and catering sectors) is still unclear. However, inventories at importers, 

distributors/ wholesalers levels are reported be low at present. As supply forecast in producing countries does not indicate 
much improvement in the situation, prices are expected to remain firm in the short run. Good demand from Europe also

CONSENSUS While demand has slowed down for some counts of white farmed shrimp, the market is firm in general as a result of limited 
inventory available in most presentations. 

The situation of US domestic shrimp (Gulf of Mexico origin) has its own peculiarities and fluctuations: while prices had 
gone up relatively fast due to the oil spill fears, now with landings occurring, prices started to drop because demand at 

present is not as good as expected. 
For imported products, overseas prices are still offered around the expected US selling prices. However, observers think that 

this situation should not go on much longer, as current high prices in the US market are not because of a higher demand but 

due to the fact that inventories of large sizes are limited. 
 

 

 White farmed shrimp: Demand is only fair, although prices have remained steady. Medium and smaller sizes have 

weakened. The situation of Mexican production (both aquaculture and wild capture) is creating some uncertainty for the 
short term. 

Black tiger shrimp: Limited supplies allow the market to remain steady. Demand from wholesalers remain active. 
US Gulf domestic shrimp: The anticipation of the local fishing seasons has moderated the demand for both white and brown 

varieties. The buying interest at present is only rated as fair.

Louisiana:  The Department of Wildlife and Fisheries announced the closure of the spring inshore shrimp season in most of 

Shrimp Management Zones 1 and 3 effective July 20. Reports assure that this closure is not linked with the BP oil spill, but 
with biological recommendations. 

Texas: The shrimp season opened on July 15. 
General US Gulf of Mexico: The National Marine Fisheries Service reported that landings for June 2010 totalled 4 317 MT, 

which represents a substantial drop compared to same month in 2009 (8 242 MT). This brings the cumulative total January-
June 2010 to 12 823 MT, practically 40% below the figure for same period last year. 

 
 

SUPPLY Mexico: Reportedly some farms in Sinaloa and Sonora have been affected by white spot disease. An occurrence of this 
disease in Central American countries had been previously reported. The current harvests are expected to stay locally for 

Mexican domestic needs. 
 

 

OUTLOOK  The sight of price evolution shows increasing trends in most cases (origins and sizes). How long these trends will continue is 

yet to be known. Some think that US sales have to support the current pricing structure, while many expect that overseas 
prices should decrease in order to maintain the current level of demand.
