NAMIBIA Fish Exports Hit

: Hard by
Grounded Flights :

The local fishing industry has been hit hard by the disruption
of air traffic across Europé volcano erupted in Iceland last
Thursday, and sent a gigantic plume of ash into the sky,
which makes it dangerous for jet aircraft to fly.
