Business slowed down at the 

catering trade including take-away. 

¶ Supermarkets this year are not having much promotion on black tiger shrimp as 

they say ñthis year prices are higher compared to last yearò.  

¶ The post festival evaluation on consumption pattern and stocks will provide 

some guidelines to shrimp marketers for the rest of the year. 

 

US SHRIMP MARKET:  

 

¶ The shrimp market has begun to improve with the approach of spring and 

including restaurant trade.  

¶ The current inventories are tight, and intermediary demand has increased for all 

sizes black tiger and vannamei shrimp. Export prices at origins are firm.

AFRICA:  G8 Grants U.S $20 Million for Food 

Security in Africa: 

A USD 20 million fund will be made available soon by G8 

(Group of most industrialised economies in the world) to 

ensure global food security, especially in Africa, announced 

Monday in Luanda a source with the UNFAO .The 

information was released to press after the opening ceremony 

of the 26th FAO Regional Conference for Africa, by the 

assistant director of the institution for the African Continent, 

Maria Helena Semedo."There are promises of the G8 that 

USD 20 million will be made available for food security 

worldwide, and most of it will be for Africa. We hope that 

these promises will materialise and I can say that the situation 

will be reversed in the coming years, she said. Regarding the 

food situation on the continent, the official said that Africa is 

a region that has 266 million people suffering from hunger 

and malnutrition. She added that the number increased with 

the financial crisis of 2008, that is why Africans need the 

reversal of the situation. The meeting was opened by 

secretary of State for Agriculture, Jose Amaro Tati, and is 

intended to address, among other issues, climate change on 

the continent, the challenges of bio-fuels and food security 

strategy.  Moreé  

AFRICA : Food Safety Training to Boost EU-

Africa Trade : 

The European Union will spend E13 million ($17.10 million) 

this year to train Africans in international food safety 

standards. This is in preparation for competitive trade 

between the continent and the EU. The training is part of the 

complementary measures taken to strengthen African supply 

capacity so that it can benefit from market access. "We want 

to prepare Africa for the future because it has the potential to 

trade," said Moustapha Magumu, an advisor with the EU 

delegation to African Union. The EU is the largest importer of 

food in the world yet very minimal quantities from Africa 

access these markets due to hygiene requirements. Also, EU 

companies certify the few products that access their markets 

because of limited skills and laboratories in Africa. The funds 

will be channelled to the ongoing exercise aimed at building 

the capacities of inspectors from national bureau of standards 

and customs officials across 12 countries within East African 

Community and South African Development Community. this 

year, the training started in Central Africa, then moved to 

North Africa and is now in East Africa and the SADC region. 

The beneficiaries learn inspection techniques, standards 

checks, quality assurance, accreditation, metrology and how 

to check residue levels. Moreé 

UGANDA: Integrating Fish Rearing With Crop 

And Animal Farming : 

According to the Washington based Population Reference 

Bureau 2009 Data Sheet, Uganda has a total fertility rate of 

6.7, a natural increase rate of 3.4, and a population of 30.7 

million. Our projected population will be 51.8 million by 

2025 and 96.4 million by 2050. These seem quite frightening 

projections especially when it is remembered that our food 

production is not yet really proportionate with the rising 

national population figures. Not even the size of the territory 

of Uganda is likely to increase at any one time in the 

foreseeable future. Therefore much as some effort ought to be 

made to check the country's rapid population growth, the 

Ugandan farmer is challenged to think hard about how to use 

the available land resource to produce more food for the ever 

growing population. Farmers must adopt more productive 

strategies. One of the strategies could be to discard such stone 

age practices as hunting and gathering fish in our lakes.

SOUTH AFRICA : Relief for Abalone Right 

Holders: 

Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries Minister, Tina Joemat-

Pettersson, has approved an additional R6 million as part of 

the social relief plan for commercial abalone right holders and 

crew. However, this is pending the finalisation of the process 

for the conditional lifting of the suspension of the commercial 

harvesting of wild abalone. "Government has carefully 

considered the pleas made by abalone right holders for 

additional relief measures and we remain concerned about 

their plight, especially in the context of dwindling wild 

abalone stocks," she said. The abalone fishery has been closed 

since February 2008 when former environmental minister 

Marthinus van Schalkwyk promised abalone fishers a social 

relief package. Joemat-Pettersson said the relief is only a 

short-term measure or 'stop gap' to address the plight of the 

fishers and their families, adding that it is not sustainable in 

the long-term. She further said other alternative sources of 

fish resources will be explored for coastal communities and 

fishing companies. Moreé 

ANGOLA : Over 60 Species of Inland Water 

Fish Identified: 

Luanda ð More than 60 species of freshwater fish have been 

spotted despite difficulties for their location, said the director 

of the National Fishing Research Institute (INIP), Francisca 

Delgado. "The inland waters had always been inaccessible 

due to the armed conflict and their species are difficult to 

identify in relation to those from the sea," said Francisca 

Delgado. The official said this during a visit carried out by the 

experts from UN Food and Agriculture Organisation to INIP 

facilities, on the occasion of the 26th Conference of the 

Organization taking place in Luanda. She stressed that the 

marine waters are still the most important than those of 

inland, nonetheless, the latter are extremely useful because of 

the value they represent to the people of rural areas. Moreé. 

ANGOLA : Jacques Diouf Highlights FAO 

Conference: 

Luanda ð The 26th regional conference of the UN Food and 

Agriculture Organisation (FAO), set to take place in the 

country on May 06-07 is "very important", said Wednesday 

here the director-general of the institution, Jacques Diouf, on 

his arrival in the country to participate in the event.

WORLD: More Countries Back Treaty To 

Deter Illegal Fishing: 

GENERAL - Five more nations have signed the FAO-

brokered treaty that once it enters into force will deny access 

to fishing ports to ships involved in illegal fishing. The new 

signatories include: Australia (27/04/2010), Gabon 

(26/04/2010), Peru (3/03/2010), New Zealand (15/12/2009) 

and the Russian Federation (29/04/2010). This brings the 

number of countries that have signed the "Agreement on Port 

State Measures to Prevent, Deter and Eliminate Illegal, 

Unreported and Unregulated Fishing" to sixteen. Signatures 

represent a signal of support for the Agreement and are an 

important first step in the process, followed by ratification at 

the national level and then official notification of ratification 

to FAO.  Once notice of the 25th ratification is received by 

FAO, the Agreement will become active. It will be the first 

legally binding international treaty focused specifically on the 

problem of illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing. 

It will also be the only such treaty to enlist so-called "non- 

flag states" in this effort alongside "flag states," which are 

primarily responsible for the conduct of vessels flying their 

flags on the high seas.  Moreé  

 

WORLD: Comparative Advantage In Cultured 

Shrimp Exports: 

In this assessment by the FAO, a framework is applied to 

evaluate major shrimp farming countriesô comparative 

advantage in exporting cultured shrimp to three major 

international markets (Japan, the United States of America, 

and the European Union). Cultured shrimp production in the 

world has been growing dramatically over the last two 

decades, from 0.2 million metric tons (tonnes) in 1985 to 1.5 

mmt in 2002; in terms of value it has grown from USD 1 

billion to nearly USD 8 billion. Shrimp farming has been 

export-oriented in most countries. The three major shrimp 

export markets are Japan, the United States of America and 

the European Union, which jointly consumed 90 per cent of 

the world frozen cultured shrimp exports in the early 2000s 

(25, 48 and 17 per cent for Japan, the United States of 

America and the European Union, respectively. Moreé.

Europe 

 
The recent volcano eruption in Iceland, and subsequent ash cloud that grounded flights across many European countries has had a 

serious impact on the live fresh fish trade into and from Europe. The flight ban in western and northern Europe recently resulted in 

tonnes of live and fresh fish being stranded across the globe. An Icelandic company HB Grandi said that it had seven tonnes of 

fresh fish fillet waiting at Keflavik airport to be flown abroad, but that the situation at that time was very uncertain. There was an 

option to ship it by air to whichever airport, then by road to the final destination but this would need buyers approval. Buyers who 

want fresh fish on the same day may well be less interested for late delivery. The world's largest salmon producer, Norway's 

Marine Harvest, is reported to have reduced its salmon harvest. Around 15 percent of the Norwegian salmon output is sent by air 

and it is estimated that salmon producers in Norway have lost more than US$4.5 million due to the flight ban. However, New 

Zealand Company NZ King Salmon had a huge increase in orders from international customers. NZ King Salmon said customers in 

Dubai, Bangkok, Singapore, Osaka and Tokyo have all upped their orders substantially as they were unable to source fish from 

northern hemisphere suppliers affected by the flight restrictions in Europe. 
 
Canada/ 

Denmark 

 
A new shipping alternative has entered the market just as the recent flight restrictions throughout most of Europe badly affected the 

delivery of live and fresh seafood in and out of Europe. The world's biggest container shipper, Maersk Line, has opened a route 

from Halifax in Nova Scotia to Rotterdam to meet growing demand for transport of live shellfish, particularly live lobster and 

mussel. Maersk and its partner Aqualife A/S have been working together to develop patented transport systems for live seafood 

since 2005. Aqualife is the marketing and branding arm of the partnership, while Maersk Line provides the tanks, containers, 

vessels and global transport network. Aqualife said in a statement that the new route would give it a competitive advantage in its 

bid to woo transport of Canadian lobsters over to sea traffic from air freight. 

It said that North American lobster exports to Europe are worth around US$244.1 million annually, and freight revenues from the 

trade -- which up to now has gone entirely by air -- are worth around US$180 million. Aqualife said that around 15,000 tonnes of 

live lobster are exported annually from North America to Europe, with about 3,400 tonnes of that total coming from Canada's 

Atlantic coast. 

The Aqualife/Maersk transport unit consists of 20 water tanks in a refrigerated shipping container like a small aquarium in a 

container. The tank is specially designed and allows water to move without using pumps, enables the diffusion of air through the 

water and oxygenates it at the same time. Oxygenation is necessary for the animals to stay alive, and it diffuses ammonia created 

by the waste coming from the lobsters. According to the company, European consumers currently eat about one million tonnes of 

mussels, clams and oysters annually. Aqualife will be opening a new facility next week in Holland that is designed to accept 

shipments from Nova Scotia. Regularly scheduled shipments from Halifax will begin on May 8. They will start with three or four 

containers a week but the plan is to ramp up to at least 10 a week within a year. 
 
USA 

 
PETA, a radical NGO, has written letters to the district attorneys of Manhattan and Queens, accusing two restaurants that serve live 

octopus of violating New York's anti-cruelty statute. The animal rights group says that in restaurants like Sushi Uo and East 

Seafood the chef uses scissors to cut off octopusesô tentacles and then serve them on a dish while its heart keeps beating as the 

animal writhes and slowly dies.

Argentina 

 

 

The Wild Life Foundation Argentina (FVSA) warned that about 40% of the market could be lost if Argentinean hake catches do not 

follow the new EU regulations. The FVSA has advised the government to review the earlier decisions taken by Argentinaôs Federal 

Fisheries Council which allow 30% more catches that the recommended levels and suspends the use of selective fishing device 

(DEJUPA) which protects juvenile fish. 

The fisheries export sector in Argentina is worth nearly US$1 billion. 

The TAC for Argentinaôs common hake for this year was set by the CFP at 338 000 MT, an increase of 72 000 MT, or 27% on 2009. 

According to statistics from the Fisheries and Aquaculture Sub-Secretariat, 41 163 MT of hake were landed in Argentine ports during 

the first quarter of 2010, which is 33.5% less than in the first quarter of 2009, when 61 890 MT were landed. 

 

Chile 

 

Total landings of jack mackerel up to February reached 92,000 MT, representing a 51% drop compared to same period of 2009. Jack 

mackerel accounted for 22.5% of the total volume for small pelagics. Sardine landings also fell during the period under review. Total 

landings in January and February reached 32,200 MT, much below the 280,000 MT caught during the same period of 2009. 

 

Japan The appreciation of the yen led to a significant decline in value of frozen surimi imports into Japan last year. Imports of frozen surimi 

in 2009 declined by 15% in quantity but 51% in value from 2008.  

Supplies from most sources were lower as more raw materials are being channelled to the domestic markets as food fish where some 

of these fish command higher prices.

Pakistan Export of fishery products declined by 11.54% in quantity and 7.84% in value during July-March 2009-2010 as compared to the 

same period of last fiscal year.  

A total of 81 321 MT of fish and seafood were exported in July-March 2009-2010, fetching US$158 million as compared to 91 925 

MT worth US$171.5 million in the same period last fiscal year. 

However, fishery exports earned US$24.5 million (14 220 MT) in March 2010 as compared to US$17 million (10 193 MT) in 

February 2010. In March 2009, exports stood at US$24 million (14 412 MT). The decline in exports in July-March 2009 is mainly 

due to lower landings of Indian mackerel. 

According to a report, last year 4 500-5 000 containers of Indian mackerel were shipped to Indonesia, Thailand and Malaysia which 

fetched an average price of US$2.00 per kilogram. Each container carried 20-25 MT. But this year less than 100 containers had been 

shipped to these destinations due to poor landing. 

 

USA 

 

Spring has worked in favour of seafood consumption, with an increase in prices of many items. Both the retail and restaurant sectors 

have strengthened in the first two months of the year. 

 

South American hake: Supplies of fillet from producing countries are tight, and prices have risen in the last weeks. A similar 

situation is reported in South America for seatrout fillets. 

 

Orange roughy: Inventories are tight and replacement products are not easy to get. As a result prices have advanced, in a firm market 

undertone. 

 

Patagonian toothfish: Demand for whole frozen product has gone up lately, and prices for all sizes are firm.

Japan Fresh/Chilled Sashimi Tuna: The cold weather during late April  affected outdoor eating and subsequently the sashimi tuna 

trade in Japan. Supplies of bigeye and yellowfin are low from SE Asia due to many quality claims affecting market prices and 

buyersô confidence. Meanwhile consumers continue to be conservative on food budget and household preference has moved to 

the cheaper sashimi-moriawase or mixed sashimi packs (tuna /shrimp/squid). 

 

Frozen sashimi tuna: The market trend is same as fresh tuna.  However, there is good news for southern bluefin exporters. The 

old inventories of frozen SBF are almost sold out in Japan, although at much cheaper prices. Traders are ready to receive fish 

from new harvest. But Mexican bluefin stocks are high which are to be sold during the Golden Week. 

In another development, Japan plans to promote sashimi tuna exports to China and this yearôs Shanghai Expo will be the venue 

for such promotion. Reportedly Japanese farmed baluefin is one of the high-end seafood marked for promotion during this expo. 

The popularity of Japanese cuisine has been increasing fast in China, particularly among the well ïto- do population of the 

country. In outdoor dining, Japanese food now a days is considered a symbol of prestige.    

Canning materials: The market for canning material follows the global trend. But for purse seine caught yellowfin, the price is 

even higher in the sashimi market and much cheaper than that of longline caught yellowfin, thus popular in the retail trade.  
 
Western Pacific/ 

PNA 

 
From 1 January 2011, the high seas around the eight PNA (Parties to the Nauru Agreement) countries in the Western Pacific 

will be closed to purse seine fishing vessels licensed to fish in their territorial waters. This was announced on 23 April at the 5
th
 

Ministerial Meeting of the PNA held in Majuro, Marshall Islands. The designated area covering 4.55 million sq km in high seas 

from 10 degrees North latitude to 20 degrees South latitude and 170 degrees East to 150 degrees West in latitude, stretches from 

Palau and PNG in the West to Kiribati in the East, Marshall Islands in the North to Tuvalu in the South. The PNA includes 

Federated States of Micronesia, Kiribati, Marshall Islands, Nauru, Palau, Papua New Guinea, Solomon Islands and Tuvalu. The 

territorial waters of these countries accounted for 25% of the worldôs tuna landings which has an annual estimated value of US$ 

2 billion. The PNA office is operational from 22 April in Majuro, Marshall Islands.   

Meanwhile tuna catches continue to be low in the Eastern and Western Tropical Pacific. Vessel operators report that they are not 

finding much fish school this year. The time limit for FAD (floating aggregated device) closure this year has been extended to 

three months compared to two months in 2009 causing lower landings compared to last year. Inventories of frozen tuna for 

canning are generally low in most markets. Under this situation, tuna packers will be conservative in using their stocks to cope 

with the current low supply situation. The shortage situation may persist for a much longer time. The closure of purse seining 

operations from 2011 in PNA areas will also reduce supplies from the Western Pacific area. .      
 
EU 

 
Demand for cooked tuna loins, imported as a raw material for canned and pouched tuna, increased significantly in 2009, which 

was mirrored on EU import data for this item. Compared to the previous year, supplies from third countries were 32% higher; 

canners in Spain, Italy, France and Portugal are the main users of this product.  Southern EU countries are also the major 

markets for high value canned and pouched tuna processed in these four countries. There were interesting developments in 

supplies during 2009, particularly from southeast Asia. While supplies from ACP countries increased for the obvious reasons 

(zero tariff and no quota), Thailand and China were among the six suppliers to the EU market. Imports also increased from 

Vietnam and Indonesia. Canned tuna producers in Spain, meanwhile continue to oppose ACP countries óduty free/no quotaô 

status for canned tuna in the EU market.

CONSENSUS 

 

The Spring festival mood at the eve of Golden Week was dampened by the unexpected drop in day temperature during the 

second half of April when the average day temperature varied between 7-14 degree Celsius. The cold weather restricted 

outdoor eating under the spring blossoms. Business slowed down at the catering trade including take-away. 

 

The Golden Week festival has started with the óShowa Dayô (Emperorôs birthday) celebration on 29
th
 April; the public holiday 

lasts till 5
th
 May. Trading during this time will be very limited in the domestic and international arenas. Product movement in 

the domestic wholesale market slowed down considerably during the last two weeks of April, but import orders were placed in 

producing countries to replenish stocks for summer holidays in July /August.  

Meanwhile supplies of farmed shrimp have improved in producing countries and offer prices softened.   

 

  Black tiger shrimp headless shell-on: The market is on recess during the Golden Week holidays. But prior to that good 

demand for large and medium sizes shrimp was observed for Vietnamese and Kolkata origin products; Restaurant operators 

were the main customers. Many avoided Indonesian product which was perceived expensive in the recession hit economy. 

Short supply situation still continues for most of the sizes which prompted importers to place orders during late April. 

Although production is expected to improve at the origins, there are uncertainties on the expected volumes. Moreover, summer 

demand in Europe and the USA will also take away products from the Japanese market.  

 

This year supermarkets were the major buyers of head-on black tiger shrimp; their demand was basically focused on two 

sizes -30 and 35 pieces/kg. Restaurant demand has been very limited. The market for on-board-frozen sea tiger remained 

extremely weak during this festival season.   

Vannamei shrimp, headless shell-on: The stock situation for vannamei has improved, compared to black tiger shrimp. 

Supplies of peeled shrimp are tight from Indonesia.   

 

IMPORTS Import/Export Trade : Shrimp prices have started to soften during late April along with improved harvests in producing 

countries. However, the level of adjustment has been higher for vannamei compared to black tiger shrimp.  Vannamei supplies 

have improved in Thailand and Japanese buyers have managed to knock down prices by 30-40 cents/kg for the consignments 

to be shipped in late May. In comparison, export prices for black tiger shrimp fell by 10-20 cents/kg from Kolkata (India). 

Japanese importers paid 20-30 cents more to Vietnamese B/tiger packers compared to Kolkata prices, as they were able to 

secure more large sizes from Vietnam. Indonesian prices continue to be at one dollar higher than the Vietnamese products. 

Current demand for Indonesian shrimp from the US marker is also good for black tiger.  

 

SUPPLY The new season for farmed shrimp is on in south and southeast Asia. Supplies of vannamei shrimp have improved after the 

Song Krang holiday in Thailand. New seasonôs harvest is also available in Vietnam and some packers are able to supply more 

large sizes harvested from extensive aquaculture. Supply limitations for farmed shrimp still persist in semi-intensive and 

intensive aquaculture. 

 

OUTLOOK  Shrimp consumption is expected to be good during the countryôs most celebrated festival the Golden Week. The celebration 

generally continues till the third week of May.  

This year, supermarkets in Japan are not having much promotion on black tiger shrimp; they say ñthis year prices are higher 

compared to last yearò. This may restrict household consumption of black tiger shrimp during this festival season. The post 

festival evaluation on consumption pattern and stocks will provide some guidelines to shrimp marketers for the rest of the year.

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CONSENSUS The previously described situation about a strong market for larger sizes shrimp, has now spread for practically all the ranges of 

headless, shell-on products. The market had already begun to improve with the approach of spring and restaurant sales seem to 

be improving, at least for the 25% restaurant operators in the country, who have also kept their menu prices in check. Even the 

National Restaurant Associationôs index shows a rise of business in the last two months. In addition, during the Lent/Easter 

period there were intense promotion campaigns by supermarkets; shrimp was considered then as a relatively bargain item 

compared to many other seafood. In line with this, retailers have reported a 3.1% increase in sales during the first three months 

of this year, the best of the last three years. The result of all these factors is a stronger shrimp market, not only due to the fact 

that demand has picked up, but also as a response to very limited new imports or even landings of domestic product. The 

current inventories are also tight, and in some cases even not enough to cater to the market needs. 

However, some traders believe that the current level of wholesale prices are not high enough to compensate the offer prices at 

origin, which according to them, does not make much sense to import at this time. 

IMPORTS Farmed white shrimp: Medium counts, ranging from 41/50 through 31/35 are in a steady market. Replacement offerings in 

origin remain strong. Larger sizes continue to be firm and supplies are not expected to improve in the short term. Imports from 

Thailand increased during January-March, also in compensation to lower harvests in Indonesia. New seasonôs supplies are still 

limited keeping export prices firm in producing countries.  

Black tiger shrimp: The scarcity of raw material in most of the producing countries helps to keep the market strong, especially 

for counts 11/15 to 26/30. Import demand for semi-processed PTO and P&D is strong along with headless shell-on products.    

Gulf domestic shrimp: Declining catches have made the availability of most sizes remain insufficient for the current needs. The 

market at present is steady. 

 Cumulative imports during the first two months of the year were rather stable, whereas higher imports were recorded in 

February against the same month last year. With the exception of Thailand, China and Malaysia imports were lower from most 

of the leading sources. The supply gap between Thailand and the immediate next one (Indonesia) widened. With a 35% share, 

cumulative imports from Thailand were four years high in 2010.

SUPPLY Americas 

Gulf of Mexico region: The National Marine Fishery Service released the landing figures for March 2010. A total of 1,322 MT 

were landed, which is practically at the same level of March last year (1,328 MT). This brings the cumulate for the first quarter 

of 2010 to 4,139 MT, which shows a 16% compared to the same period in 2009. US West Coast: The pink shrimp fishery is 

taking place, after a two-weeks delay. In line with last yearôs trend, the best results are obtained from the southern fishing 

grounds in Oregon.  Mexico: As previously reported, the USA has put a ban on Mexican wild imported shrimp, due to the 

presumably inadequate use of Turtle Excluder Devices on the fishing vessels. Traders expect that this measure will result in a 

10% drop of Fob prices. 

Asia  

The season of farmed shrimp has set in Asia. However, current supplies in producing countries are still lower than demand in 

international and domestic markets. The new moonôs harvests of black tiger shrimp from extensive farming in Bangladesh and 

India were not enough to fullfil the existing commitments with international buyers. Raw material supplies have improved in 

Vietnam and more vannamei farming is in the forecast this year. Supplies in Thailand have improved which was also shown in 

February imports. The disease problem in vannamei farming continues to affect supplies in Indonesia, where the season for 

black tiger has commenced.     

OUTLOOK  Prices for many seafood items are rising in the US market, and the sector is wondering how high those prices can go before they 

find a consumer resilience. That does not seem to be a real concern in the shrimp market. In fact importers expect prices to 

come down along with the seasonal increase in supplies. However, for the time being supplies of farmed shrimp are yet to reach 

that level in most of the producing countries.
